COURCE Il. ANTHROPOLOGY (Anthropological Investigations: Research
Methodologies, Ethics & Practices)

Course Description
Culture and identity form the foundation of the subject of inquiry in
Anthropology. Anthropology is based largely on the fieldwork research
methodology called ethnography. Ethnography or “ethnographic fieldwork”
research involves preparing and undertaking one or more methods for
gaining experiential knowledge of cultural worlds and conveying these in
visual, oral and written representations. It comprises the foundation for
theoretical and practical work in a range of fields, from public health to
medical anthropology to education and to history. In recent decades,
ethnographic research methods (also termed “fieldwork,” “ethnographic
field research,” and “qualitative research”) methods have become
increasingly valued in area studies and across several humanities and social
sciences disciplines. The growing corpus of critical research in ethnographic
methodology has seen refined definitions and revised ethical practices,
ultimately encouraging more egalitarian methods of conducting, inscribing,
and disseminating research. Still, the roots of the term ‘ethno-graphy’
denotes ‘people’ (ethno) and ‘writing’ (graphy). Thus, research relying upon
the ethnographic methodology results in knowledge production about
individuals in culture based on empirical evidence.

(Additional Description)

This course is designed to provide key opportunities for students to both
learn and engage in fieldwork research practice methods for conducting
research in interpersonal and cross-cultural encounters. The methods include
participant-observation, formal, and informal interviews, and
apprenticeships. Students will learn tools and techniques for recording,
evaluating, and writing qualitative data (e.g., taking field notes, recording,
and transcribing interviews, etc.). Students will also explore historical and
recent theoretical debates about research and writing practices, and
investigate how to take into account multiple subjectivities and inscribe
difference in a respectful, reflexive manner.
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Through a cross-cultural and inter-disciplinary perspective student will
learn how ethnographic research methods provide a lens for examining
human behavior, for seeing culture as process, and for understanding what
it means to live in communities of both commonly accepted and
diversified interpretations.

While students are encouraged to find avenues of interest through the

course readings that inspire your study of culture in community settings,

such as medical/healing traditions, keep in mind the following goals for
this course. Students will:

e learn how to develop the skills to design and conduct an ethnographic
fieldwork research project (drawing upon lessons encountered in the
course discussions and readings).

o learn how to perform a close reading of an ethnographic text (conduct
a critical analysis of such a work).

e learn how to explore an author’s positionality, in literary devices that
establish claims of knowledge such as gestures of authority.

e learn how to develop a research question, and a subsequent project
based around a sound research methodology that is directed toward
answering that question.

e learn how to conduct an ethnographic interview, and how to use the
data for a subsequent research project.

e learn how to write-up an fieldwork observation experience
(developing the necessary literary skills and techniques)

Structure of the course

This course will be run as a seminar, and students will be creatively engaged with
it on every level. Students will actively consider the ideas in the readings and be
expected to engage in group activities and class discussions. To better understand
the practical foundations of anthropological research, students will explore
fieldwork research techniques and discuss these and other key issues in class.

This course will be structured into five learning modules:

(1) Sociocultural Anthropology: Ethnographic Fieldwork Research
Methods

(2) Medical Anthropology: Dis-ease, IlIness/Wellness and Diagnosis

(3) Anthropology of Religion: Rituals, Beliefs and Practices in World
Cultures

(4) Visual Anthropology: Representing and Mediating Culture

(5) Ethnomusicology: Performing and Fine Arts (Material Culture),
Apprenticeships

MEDICAL ANTHROPOLOGY PORTION:

A Focus on Health, the Body, Culture and Society, in Cultural Contexts

We begin with the premise that a person, a person’s body, a family, group,
and/or a community is always situated — acquiring meaning in dependence
upon values in a culture and society in real time, and treated differently
according to a range of factors including language, education, race,
gender, age, location, and socioeconomic status. Moreover, the
contingencies of power determining whether and how an individual or
community can make health-related decisions are affected by this complex
of factors. Learning how these contingencies of power are studied by
social researchers and subsequently expressed in qualitative research and
ethnographic writing is among the main concerns of this course.

This course will examine health, culture and society from the perspective
of ethnomedicine. “Ethnomedicine focuses on health beliefs and practices,
cultural values and social roles. Originally limited to study of so-called
“folk” medicine, ethnomedicine has come to mean the health maintenance
system of any society. Health ethnographies encompass beliefs,
knowledge, and values of specialists and lay people; the roles of healers,
patients or clients, and family members; the implements, techniques, and
pharmacopoeias of specialists; legal and economic aspects of health
practices; and symbolic and interpersonal components of the experience
of illness” (A. McElroy: 1996).

We will look across cultures at healing modalities, and explore both
relatively isolated cultures in the Himalayas and Western pluralistic
societies — and learn that both encompass several medical systems. We
also encounter healing systems of India (Ayurvedic Medicine), Tibet
(Tibetan Medicine) and the Biomedical system familiar to us in the United
States and Europe.
