SECTION — A — READING (10 marks)

Two unseen passages, consisting of 5 marks each, with a variety of comprehension questions,
including vocabulary skills, such as word formations and the inferring meanings will be
asked. The total length of both the passages together should be around 600 to 700 words.

1. A factual passage (eg., instruction, description Or report) or a literary passage (eg., an
extract from fiction, drama, poetry, essay or biography)

2. A discursive passage involving opinion (eg., argumentative, persuasive or
interpretative)

Each of the comprehension passages shall contain five questions of 1 mark each.

SECTION - B — WRITING (15 marks)

Three questions consisting of 5 marks each from the following types may be given with
internal choices:

1. Short Article Writing (100 - 150 words)
2. Formal Letter Writing (100 — 150 words)
3. Application Writing (85 - 100 words)

4. Composition, based on a verbal stimulus such as an advertisement, notice, newspaper
clipping, tabular data, diary extract, notes, letter or other forms of correspondence, is
to be given.

The compositions may draw their main themes from the Main Course Book or from any
outside source.

SECTION - C — GRAMMAR (20 marks)

A variety of short questions shall involve the use of particular structures within a context (i.e.,
not in isolated sentences). Test types shall include gap-filling (gap-filling exercises with
blanks at regular intervals), sentence completion, re-ordering word groups int0 sentences,
editing, error correction and sentence transformation. This category shall consist of five
guestions. Among these five, three shall consist of ten questions of % mark each. The rest of
the two shall consist of twenty questions of ¥ mark each.
