SIXTH SEMESTER PROGRAMME

The purpose of Shastri (B.A) Programme is to develop among the students the
capacity to explore the nature of reality at an initial stage with respect to the
external and internal world with the study of various systems of philosophical
schools through Shravan, Chintan and Bhavana. It also advances students ‘critical
awareness of the background to the origin and nature of Indian Buddhist
Philosophy as well as Tibetan Buddhist Philosophy, awareness of the Astro-
science as Bhot Jyotish Vidya, developing students’ understanding to the critical
awareness of the background to the origin of Traditional Tibetan Fine Arts,
Language and competence enabling them to grab employment opportunities.
Objectives:-

The programme aims at enabling the students to-

e Acquire a clear understanding of the background to the origin of Buddhism
in India

e To develop good familiarity with consulting and analyzing the source
material for the study of the history of early Indian Buddhism.
To learn society through social science subjects.
To be equipped with the methodological capability to be able to conduct
post-graduate or independent research on any topics of Astro-science,
modern art, language and literature.

e To pursue advanced studies and facilitate them to opt for many programme
as they have a sound ground of knowledge in various areas.

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Eligibility for Admission:-

The admission shall be open to a student who has the certificate of Uttar Madhyama
(equivalent to 10+2) with Tibetan Language as a compulsory subject. The detailed
eligibility is mentioned in the table below-

Duration:-

The duration of Shastri (B.A) Programme will be of three years spread over six
semesters. Each semester is of six months duration including intensive
assignments, practical and projects related to the course of study of the respective
semester. The first semester will be from July to December/January while the
second Semester will be from January to June of the academic session concerned.
The third, fourth, fifth and sixth semesters will be scheduled accordingly.
Medium:-

The medium of instruction and examination for three-year Shastri (B.A.)
programme will be Tibetan/Pali/Sanskrit/Hindi/English depending upon the nature
of the subject and language used in question paper.

Eligibility for Appearing for the Sixth Semester Shastri (B.A.)
Examination and Pass Criterion:-

Attendance

e The students are required to have at least 85% attendance in the classroom
to appear for the examination.

e In case of special circumstances, the Vice Chancellor of the institute can
grant 10% relaxation. If a student fails to appear for an exam due to illness,
he/she needs to submit a certificate from a certified doctor to seek relaxation
for the specified period.

Completion of Internal Assessment Work or Projects
e Completion of all internal assessment works including projects (minor/major) if any,

have to be done by each student individually and / or jointly in a group, as prescribed
in the syllabus of the respective semester.

Kanthastha Pareeksha (Oral Exam)

e There is a provision of Kanthastha pareeksha (oral exam) in semester second,
fourth and sixth, span over all the three years of the Shastri programme. The oral
exam is of 100 marks. The student need to secure at least 36% marks to pass the
kanthastha pareeksha (oral exam).

Pass Criterion and Minimum Marks

o In Formative Assessment, at least 36% marks or an equivalent grade in
internal project/assignment/practical examination is required as pass criteria
for internal assessment. The formative assessment comprise of attendance,
assignment and presentation of 10 marks each.

e In summative assessment, a minimum of 35% marks has to be obtained to
qualify in each theory paper separately i.e., a minimum of 25 marks out of
70 is the pass criterion.

e Ifany student fails the written or oral examination in only one subject/paper
then s/he is allowed to appear for a re-exam in the concerned subject before
the start of the next semester. The re-exam and the declaration of the result
will be done within 30 days. Only when the student passes the re-exam, s/he
will be allowed to appear for the next semester exam. If any student fails in
the practical exam, then s/he will not be given the opportunity for a re-exam
and will be considered failed.

e Division will not be assigned/awarded for every part/year of the exam but at
the end of any exam in its final part. Marks obtained in all the semesters will
be considered to assign/award the division to the concerned student. Only
those students who have not appeared in a re-exam for two semesters and
have attained 55% or more cumulatively will be awarded a division in the
final year of the course.

Rule pertaining to changing optional subject/s

e The optional subject can be changed within 30 days since the

commencement of the session of the first semester of Shastri programme.
General Instructions for Examination:-

e The students of Central Institute of Higher Tibetan Studies (CIHTS) can
simultaneously take the examination for a degree programme and a
certificate course.

e If any student of Central Institute of Higher Tibetan Studies (CIHTS) fails
in a semester examination then s/he needs to join the next academic session
as the student of the institute to pursue the programme.

Instructions for Applying at Examination

e Students are required to submit the stipulated fee amount to the Office and
are expected to duly fill the form, get it forwarded by the concerned Dean,
and finally submit it before the due date along with the fee receipt in the
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Examination Wing. Along with the Examination form the students are also
required to attach a self-certified copy of the mark sheet of the previous
exam.

e The date for submitting the examination form along with the fee will be
decided by the Vice Chancellor. If any student fails to submit his/her form
within the specified date, then s/he needs to pay the extra late fee.

If any student dies and his guardians produce his/her death certificate, in that
case the examination fee of the student will be refunded.

The students who have already submitted their examination fee, but they fail
to appear in the exam due to shortage of attendance, their examination fee
will neither be refunded nor reimbursed.

If the examination form is rejected, then, in that case, the examination fee
will also be refunded.

Rules for Procurement of Mark sheet and Degree

Office.

Mark sheet will not be provided on the basis of qualifying only a part of the
exam.
